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The Joint School Student Exchange Scheme with Munsang College

The Joint School Student Exchange Scheme held between Munsang College and our school was
held from 25™ November, to 27" November, 2009. 12 F4and F6 Lam Woo students participated in
the program.

It was hoped that the program would facilitate communication and co-operation between the two
schools and provide an opportunity for students to be exposed to school life in another school and
to widen their learning experiences.

The criteria for selection of applicants for the program mainly focused on the participants’
personal qualities and attitudes. Evidently, they should serve as an exemplar of Lam Woo students.

There was very positive feedback from students of both schools.

Munsang students were impressed by the caring and creative teaching here .Students in our school
were found attentive and purposeful in their learning. Our well-facilitated library and the wide
variety of choices of food in our tuckshop also received very favourable comments..

On the other hand, our students find they have benefited a lot from the program:
